This means that people leave the troublesome work
to the machine, and will devote oneself to ‘profound play’ rather than ‘profound work’
by receiving a fair compensation in the areas of health care, welfare, education, sports
culture, and others. In this context, President Rifkin cited non-profit organizations as

the areas that will create many jobs in the future.

Community shares and the Covid-19 emergency

The Covid-19 emergency has had a massive impact on all businesses, regardless of age, scale, sector or type.
Government measures to support businesses during this emergency are well publicised and generally available to
co-operatives along with other types of business

Community shares give community businesses additional solvency, compared with other businesses that are more
reliant on debt finance. Members have a vested interest in the purpose of their societies, and will support measures
to protect its employees, volunteers, assets and share capital.

Community shares create a buffer of mission-aligned patient capital for a co-operative, offering additional
protection from the threat of insolvency faced by community businesses without share capital. This is because share
capital is fully at risk. Money owed to other creditors must be paid before the society can consider the payment of
interest or allow for share withdrawal.

This means that a society has a warning period while losses accumulate, to take action, return to profitability,
and prevent insolvency.

A migrant worker from the Philippines. Because of economic hardship, she works in Singapore, making
$800 dollars a month. Most of that money is remitted back home to support her family. After her
contract is completed, she goes back to her home, her kids have dropped out of school, her husband is
nowhere to be found, no money is saved. What happened to the money? This is a typical migrant
worker story.

A migrant worker supports her family by sending cash. And cash is great. It can be used to buy food,
medicine, and pay bills. But cash can also be abused for gambling, drugs, and alcohol. In these cases,
the hard work and is wasted.
